Get power where you can - If an electrical outlet is available, use the AC/DC
adapter and keep your battery(ies) charged.

Keep it dry - If you move quickly from a cold to a warm location, water vapor can
condense inside the computer. Wait a few minutes before turning it on so that
any moisture can evaporate.

Developing Good Work Habits

Developing good work habits is important if you need to work in front of the
computer for long periods of time. Improper work habits can result in discomfort
or serious injury from repetitive strain to your hands, wrists or other joints. The
following are some tips to reduce the strain:

+ Adjust the height of the chair and/or desk so that the
keyboard is at or slightly below the level of your elbow.
Keep your forearms, wrists, and hands in a relaxed
position.

- Your knees should be slightly higher than your hips.
Place your feet flat on the floor or on a footrest if
necessary.

- Use a chair with a back and adjust it to support your
lower back comfortably.

- Sit straight so that your knees, hips and elbows form
approximately 90-degree angles when you are working.
- Take periodic breaks if you are using the computer for
long periods of time.




Remember to:

- Alter your posture frequently.

- Stretch and exercise your body several fimes a day.

Lighting

Proper lighting and a comfortable viewing angle can reduce eye strain and
shoulder and neck muscle fatigue.

- Keep the display screen clean and set the brightness and contrast to levels that
allow you to see the screen clearly.

- Position the display directly in front of you at a comfortable viewing distance.

Solid State Drive

The solid state drive (SSD) is used to store your data in the computer. The SSD
can be taken out fo accommodate other SATA SSDs, however you will need to
contfact your distributar/supplier to do this in order to avoid violating the terms of
your warranty (see “Storage” for specification information).

The Clickpad buttons function
in much the same way as a two-button mouse (note the terms Clickpad and
Touchpad are interchangeable throughout this manual).

Clickpad Sensitivity

The mouse button zones at the bottom of the pad are defined by the line at the
bottom of the pad, and the left and right buttons are divided roughly down the
middle. Press the left button zane for a left click, and right button zone for a right

Chapter 3: Power Management

To conserve power, especially when using the battery, your computer power
management conserves power by controlling individual components of the
computer (the monitor and hard disk drive) or the whole system. This chapter
covers:

* The Power Sources

« Turning On the Computer

+ Settings Menu Power Controls
- Power-Saving States

- Configuring the Power Buttons
- Battery Information

The computer uses enhanced power saving techniques fo give the operating
system (0S) direct control aver the power and thermal states of devices and
processors. For example, this enables the 0S to set devices into low-power states
based on user settings and information from applications.

0S Note
Power management functions will vary slight-
ly depending on your operating system. For
more information it is best to refer to the
user's manual of your operating system.
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The Power Sources

The computer can be powered by either an AC/DC adapter or a battery pack.

AC/DC Adapter

Use only the AC/DC adapter that comes with your computer. The wrong type of
AC/ DC adapter will damage the computer and its components.

1. When first setting up the computer use the following procedure (as to
safeguard the computer during shipping, the battery will be locked to not power
the system until first connected to the AC/DC adapter and initially set up as

below):

+ Fully insert the AC/DC adapter cord into the DC-In jack at the rear of the computer, then connect the
AC power cord to the AC/DC adapter, plug the AC power cord into an outlet, and the battery will now be
unlocked.

2. Keep the AC/DC adapter connected fo the computer fo fully charge the battery
to 100% capacity (the battery LED indicator will turn green).

3. Raise the lid/ LCD to a comfortable viewing angle.

4. Press the power button to turn “On”.

Battery

The battery allows you to use your computer while you are on the road or

when an electrical outlet is unavailable. Battery life varies depending on the
applications and the configuration you're using. To increase battery life, let the
battery discharge completely before recharging.

We recommend that you do not remove the battery. For more information on the
battery, please refer to “Battery Information”.

Turning On the Computer

Now you are ready to begin using your computer. To turn it on simply press the
power button on the front panel.

When the computer is on, you can use the power button as a Stand by/
Hibernate/ Shutdown hotkey button when it is pressed for less than 4 seconds
(pressing and holding the power button for longer than this will shut the
computer down). Use Power Options (Hardware and Sound) in the Windows
control panel to configure this feature.

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Recharging the Battery with the AC/DC Adapter

The battery pack automatically recharges when the AC/DC adapter is attached
and plugged into an electrical outlet. If the computer is powered on, and in use, it
will take several hours fo fully recharge the battery. When the computer is turned
off but plugged into an electrical outlet, battery charge time is less. Refer to “LED
Indicators” for information on the battery charge status, and to “Battery FAQ” for
more information on how to maintain and properly recharge the battery pack.

Proper handling of the Battery Pack

- DO NOT disassemble the battery pack under any circumstances
- DO NOT expose the battery to fire or high temperatures, it may explode
- DO NOT connect the metal terminals (+, -) o each other

Damaged Battery Warning

Should you natice any physical defects (e.g. the battery is bent out of shape after being dropped), or
any unusual smells emanating from the notebook battery, shut your computer down immediately and
contact your distributor/ supplier. If the battery has been dropped we do not recommend using it any
further, as even if the computer continues to work with a damaged battery in place, it may cause circuit
damage, which may possibly result in fire. It is recommended that you replace your computer battery
every two years.

Caution
Danger of explosion if battery is incorrectly replaced.
Replace only with the same or equivalent type

recommended by the manufacturer. Discard used
battery according to the manufacturer’s instructions.

Chapter 4: BIOS Utilities

This chapter gives a brief infroduction to the computer’s built-in software BIOS
(Basic Input/ Output System).

If your computer has never been set up, or you are making important changes to
the system (e.g. hard disk setup), then you should review this chapter first and
note the original settings found in BIOS. Even if you are a beginner, keep a record
of the settings you find and any changes you make. This information could be
useful if your system ever needs servicing.

There is one general rule: Don’t make any changes unless you are sure of what
you are doing. Many of the settings are required by the system, and changing
them could cause it to become unstable or worse. If you have any doubts, consult

your service representative.

To enter BIOS, turn on the computer and press F2 as the system “Boots up”.

The Insyde BIOS Utility

Each time you turn on the computer the system takes a few seconds to conduct a
including a quick test of the on-board RAM (memory).

As the boot process proceeds, the computer will tell you if there is anything
wrong. If there is a problem that prevents the system from booting, it will display
a system summary and prompt you fo run the BIOS setup.

If there are no problems the system will load the operating system. Once that
starts, you can’t get into BIOS without rebooting.

The Setup BIOS Utility tells the system how to configure itself by translating
instructions from the operating system, and other software, into instructions that
the computer hardware understands. manage basic features, identify installed
devices and subsystems (e.g. port configuration).

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BIOS and Resuming From Hibernation

When the system resumes from Hibernation the option will be available to press F2 to enter the
BIOS. In this case do not make any changes to the BIOS settings as this may result in system errors.

If you wish to change the BIOS settings, restart the system and press F2 to enter the BIOS to make
\and save any changes required. /

Updating the BIOS / CPU

If you need to update the BIOS please contact your distributor or supplier to
obfain the latest version.

After using the utility to update the BIOS (or if the CPU has been changed) you
will need to press F2 at Boot to enter the BIOS, and then press F9 to load the
BIOS defaults, and then press F10 o save and exit the settings.

After the system restarts you should press F2 to enter the BIOS again and reset
the BIOS settings to your preferences, and then save the final settings.



UEFI Boot

UEFI (Unified Extensible Firmware Interface) is an advanced firmware standard
supporting fast startup.

With UEFI Boot prompts at boot to press F2 (to access the BIOS) or F7 (to access
Boot options) will not appear. However you can still press F2 to enter the setup,
or F7 to choose the preferred boot device, if you press the key immediately the
system boots up.

To enter BIOS, turn on the computer and press F2 as the system “Boots up”.

If the computer is already on, reboot using the Ctrl + Alt + Delete combination and
then hold down F2 when prompted. The BIOS main menu will appear. To see the
boot options press F7 and choose your preferred boot device.

Insyde BIOS Start Screen

On accessing the BIOS you will be presented with the Start Screen with 5 menu
icons, date and time information, CPU temperature information and navigation
and Help icons at the bottom of the screen.

You can use the Touchpad, an attached mouse, or the cursor/ arrow keys to

FlexiCharger (Advanced Menu > Advanced Chipset Contral)

The submenu here allows you to enable/disable the FlexiCharger. The
FlexiCharger may be set to automatically start charging your battery when the
battery reaches a certain capacity level (e.g. you could start the battery charge
level at 40%).

With VMD mode
enabled the Intel Rapid Storage Technology item will be accessible and this will
allow you to setup a RAID system.

The VMD Mode should be set BEFORE installing an operating system, and after
you have backed up all necessary files and data (see sidebar). See “RAID Mode
Set- up” for details. Make sure you install the IRST driver (for RAID).

If you wish fo change your VMD mode to/from Enabled/Disabled note that doing
so may prevent your operating system from booting, and may require a reinstall
of the 0S. If you do wish to change the VMD mode then backup any necessary
data on your hard disk(s) as you will need wipe the disks clean in order to prevent
system problems.



Intel Rapid Storage Technology

When the VMD controller is enabled this menu item will become available. Intel
Rapid Storage Technology allows you to set up a RAID system if you have the
appropriate hardware (two Identical solid state drives) installed in your system.

RAID Level Description

Identical drives reading and writing data in parallel to increase performance. RAID O
RAID 0 implements a striped disk array and the data is broken into blocks and each block is
written to a separate drive.

Identical drives in a mirrored configuration used to protect data. Should a drive that is
part of a mirrored array fail, the mirrored drive (which confains identical data) will handle
all the data. When a new replacement drive is installed, data fo the new drive is rebuilt
from the mirrored drive to restore fault tolerance.

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Array Types

A Mirrored Array (RAID 1) provides full data protection, as data can simply be copied from a
healthy disk to a replacement for any failed disk.

A Striped Array (RAID 0) is NOT fault- tolerant. The failure of one drive will result in the loss of all
dafa in the array. It is de- signed to increase disk performance by spreading the 1/0 load across
the channels and drives.




RAID Setup

To configure your RAID (Redundant Array of Independent Disks) system in
Striping (RAID 0), Mirroring (RAID 1) or Recovery modes you will require fwo
identical solid state drives.

You need to setup a RAID before installing your Windows operating system, and
you will need to prepare the following in order to do so.

+ The Microsoft Windows 05 DVD.

- A connected external DVD drive.

+ Two Identical solid state drives.

+ The Device Drivers & Utilities + User's Manual disc.

+ A USB flash drive or external USB hard disk.

- An operahble computer (to copy files from the Device Drivers & Utilities + User’s
Manual disc to the USB flash drive or external USB hard disk).

Before setting up the system you will need to copy a driver folder fo a USB

flash drive. This driver folder is included on the Device Drivers & Utilities + User’s
Manual disc but you will need to go to an operable computer and copy the folder
to a USB Flash drive.

Chapter 6: Troubleshooting

Should you have any problems with your computer, before consulting your
service representative, you may want fo try to solve the problem yourself.
This chapter lists some comman problems and their possible solutions. This
can’t anticipate every problem, but you should check here before you panic.

If you don’t find the answer in these pages, make sure you have followed the
instructions carefully and observed the safety precautions in the preface. If all
else fails, talk to your service representative. You should also make a record of
what happened and what remedies you tried.



Of course, if something goes wrong, it will happen at the most inconvenient
time possible, so you should preview this section just in case. If, after you've
tried everything, and the system still won’t cooperate, try turning it off for a few
minutes and then rebooting. You will lose any unsaved data, but it may start
waorking again. Then call your service representative.

Basic Hints and Tips

Many of the following may seem obvious but they are often the solution to a
problem when your computer appears not to be working.

- Power - Is the computer actually plugged into a working electrical outlet? If
plugged into a power strip, make sure it is actually working. Check the LED Power
& Communication Indicators (see “LED Indicators”) to see the computer’s power
status.

- Connections - Check all the cables to make sure that there are no loose
connections anywhere.

- Power Savings - Make sure that the system is not in Hibernate or Sleep mode
by pressing the keys configured in your Power Options (see “Power-Saving
States”), the Fn + F12 key combination, or power button to wake-up the system.

- Brightness - Check the brightness of the screen by pressing the Fn + F8 and F9
keys to adjust the brightness.

- Display Choice - Press Fn + F7 to make sure the system is not set to “external
only” display.

- Boot Drive - Make sure there are no optical media and/or USB storage devices in
any connected drive.




Backup and General Maintenance

- Always backup your important data, and keep copies of your 0S and programs
safe, but close to hand. Don’t forget to note the serial numbers if you are storing
them out of their original cases, e.g. in a CD wallet.

» Run maintenance programs on your hard disk and OS as often as you can.

You may schedule these programs to run at times when you are not using your
computer. You can use those that are provided free with your 0S, or buy the more
powerful dedicated programs fo do so.

+ Write down your passwords and keep them safe (away from your computer).
This is especially important if you choose to use a Supervisor password for the
BIOS (see “The Insyde BIOS Utility”).

- Keep copies of vital settings files such as network, dialup settings, mail settings
etc.(even if just brief notes).

Warranty

The CPU is not a user serviceable part. Opening this compartment, or accessing the CPU in any way,
may violate your warranty.




Viruses

- Install an Anti-Virus program and keep the definitions file (the file which tells
your program which viruses to look for) up to date. New computer viruses are
discovered daily, and some of them may seriously harm your computer and
cause you to lose data. Anti-Virus programs are commercially available and the
definitions file updates are usually downloadable directly from the internet.

- Be careful when opening e-mail from sources you don’t know. Viruses are
often triggered from within e- mail attachments so take care when opening any
attached file. You can configure most Anti-Virus programs to check all e-mail
attachments. Note: You should also beware of files from people you know as
the virus may have infected an address book and been automatically forwarded
without the person’s knowledge.

- Keep a “Bootable CD-ROM/DVD-ROM/USB storage device” (this CD/DVD/USB
device provides basic information which allows you to startup your computer)
handy. You may refer to your 0S’s documentation for instructions on how to
make one, and many Anti-Virus programs will also provide such a disk (or at least
instructions on how to make one).

Upgrading and Adding New Hardware/ Software

- Do not be fempted to make changes to your Windows Registry unless you are
very sure of what you are doing, otherwise you will risk severely damaging your
system.

- Don't open your computer or undertake any repair or upgrade work if you are
not comfortable with what you are doing.



- Read the documentation. We can assume, since you are reading this that

you are looking at the computer’'s manual, but what about any new peripheral
devices you have just purchased? Many problems are caused by the installation
of new hardware and/or software. Always refer to the documentation of any new
hardware and/or software, and pay particular attention to files entitled “READ
ME” or “READ ME FIRST”.

- When installing a new device always make sure the device is powered on, and
in many cases you will need to restart the computer. Always check that all the
cables are carrectly connected.

- Make sure you have installed the drivers for any new hardware you have
installed (latest driver files are usually available to download from vendor’s
websites).

- Thoroughly check any recent changes you made to your system as these
changes may affect one or more system components, or software programs. If
possible, go back and undo the change you just made and see if the problem still
occurs.

- Don’t over complicate things. The less you have to deal with then the easier

the source of the problem may be found; Example - if your computer has many
devices plugged intfo its ports, and a number of programs running, then it will be
difficult to determine the cause of a problem. Try disconnecting all of the devices
and restarting the computer with all the peripheral devices unplugged. A process
of elimination (adding and removing devices and restarting where necessary) will
often find the source of a problem, although this may be time consuming.
