FCC Statement

• Only use an AC/DC adapter approved for use with this computer.
• Use only the power cord and batteries indicated in this manual. Do not dispose of batteries in a 
fire. They may explode. Check with local codes for possible special disposal instructions.
• Do not continue to use a battery that has been dropped, or that appears damaged (e.g. bent or 
twisted) in any way. Even if the computer continues to work with a damaged battery in place, it 
may cause circuit damage, which may possibly result in fire.
• Make sure that your computer is completely powered off before putting it into a travel bag (or 
any such container).
• Before cleaning the computer, make sure it is disconnected from any external power supplies, 
peripherals and cables.
• Use a soft clean cloth to clean the computer, but do not apply cleaner directly to the computer. 
Do not use volatile (petroleum distillates) or abrasive cleaners on any part of the computer.
• Do not try to repair a battery pack. Refer any battery pack repair or replacement to your service 
representative or qualified service personnel.
• Don’t drop or expose the computer to shock as the case and components could be damaged.
• Keep the computer and power supply away from any kind of heating element, water or any 
other liquids.
• Keep the computer away from high capacity transformers, electric motors, and other strong 
magnetic fields.
• Shut the computer down properly and don’t forget to save your work. Remember to periodically 
save your data as data may be lost if the battery is depleted.
• Note that in computers featuring a raised electro-plated logo, the logo is covered by a protective 
adhesive. If the adhesive deteriorates, avoid touching the logo as it may develop sharp edges.

This notebook series includes different models that vary slightly in design style, color and general 
appearance. Note that though your computer may look slightly different from that pictured 
throughout this documentation, all ports, jacks, indicators, specifications and general functions 
are the same for all the design styles.

**The port with Power Delivery DC-In function allows you to use a power source, 
with a USB Type-C cable and connector, plugged into the port to charge the 
computer. Make sure any power source is appropraitely certified, and complies with 
the USB-C PD (Power Delivery) standard specification rated at 20V, 5A or 20V, 3.25A 
(for off mode charge).

1. Remove all packing materials.
2. Place the computer on a stable surface.
3. When first setting up the computer use the following procedure (as to safeguard the
computer during shipping, the battery will be locked to not power the system until first connected
to the AC/DC adapter and initially set up as below):
• Attach the AC/DC adapter cord to the DC-In jack on the right of the computer, then plug the
AC power cord into an outlet, and connect the AC power cord to the AC/DC adapter. The battery
will now be unlocked.
4. Keep the AC/DC adapter connected to the computer to fully charge the battery to 100% capacity
(the battery LED indicator will turn green).
5. Use one hand to raise the lid to a comfortable viewing angle (do not exceed 130 degrees);
use the other hand to support the base of the computer (Note: Never lift the computer by the lid).
6. Press the power button to turn the computer “on.

3. Wenn Sie den Computer zum ersten Mal einrichten, gehen Sie wie folgt vor (um den Computer 
während des Transports zu schützen, wird der Akku gesperrt, damit das System erstdann mit 
Strom versorgt wird, wenn es an den AC/DC-Adapter angeschlossen und wie untenbeschrieben 
eingerichtet wurde):
•Schließen Sie das Kabel des AC/DC-Adapters an die DC-In-Buchse auf der rechten Seite des 
Computers an, stecken Sie dann das Netzkabel in eine Steckdose und verbinden Sie dasNetzkabel 
mit dem AC/DC-Adapter. Der Akku wird nun entriegelt.
4. Lassen Sie den AC/DC-Adapter an den Computer angeschlossen, um den Akku zu 100 %aufzu-
laden (die Akku-LED-Anzeige leuchtet grün).
